Evidence of Effective Teaching Practice: Artifacts
Evidence of educator proficiency on the 4 Standards of Effective Teaching and of progress towards goals may be collected through observation or artifacts that reflect the teacher’s work. In the table below, please find suggestions for types of evidence that can demonstrate these competencies, as well as potential features of those artifacts. Some Elements of Effective Teaching are more likely to be observable, such as the ability to promote student engagement or maintain a respectful classroom environment. Others competencies, such as the design of rigorous units or analysis of student data, may be easier for teachers to demonstrate through the submission of written materials and other artifacts. Please note that the suggestions listed here do not include all possible sources of evidence.

· Description: Briefly state what the artifact is.

· Rationale: Explain why you chose to submit this artifact, and what it shows about your practice.

· Tags: Identify the goals and standards for which the artifact provides evidence.

· For artifacts that cannot be uploaded electronically, enter tags, description, and rationale and then save. Keep a file or binder of these artifacts for easy reference. 
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Artifact Suggestions & Tips:

· Work with colleagues to identify potential artifacts

· Upload at least one artifact for each standard and each goal prior to the Formative Assessment, and plan to add more artifacts after the Formative Assessment to show consistency and progress over the course of the cycle

· Create a folder for files you plan to upload 

· Before uploading a document, remove all spaces from the file name

The variety of ways for students to express their thinking about the concepts is also an example of making challenging material accessible to all students, as described by the rubric element II-D-3.
