	Evidence of proficiency of Element I-A-1 can be found in the design of the entire unit. The unit lesson was designed to demonstrate my knowledge and understanding of the concepts of ratio and proportion in a hierarchy of difficulty from simple to complex.

Evidence of proficiency of Element I-A-2 can be found in the classwork sections of the entire unit. Students are consistently engaged in learning experiences using the different Differentiated Learning Experiences stipulated in each activity.

Evidence of proficiency of Element I-A-3 can be found specifically on page 4 where discussion of the Properties of Proportions are shown with proofs to encourage higher-order thinking skills that will enable students to learn the knowledge and skills defined in the  state standards.
